A cookie is a small file containing a string of characters that is sent to your device when you first use our
Sites. When you use our Sites a second time, the cookie allows our Sites to recognise your device or
browser.

Some cookies may collect or store information that can be used to identify you as an individual
(“Personally Identifiable Information”). Most cookies will not collect or store Personally Identifiable
Information, but instead will collect aggregated and/or anonymised information about how users use a
website.

We use cookies to understand how people use the website and to improve content. Our website may
use cookies to control the display of ads, to track site usage patterns, to personalise what content you
see when you visit the website.
